Copyright Release Form

The Chicago Linguistic Society commissions you to prepare material as follows, hereinafter referred to as the Work, to be included in a Volume entitled:  CLS 41, vol. II:  The Panels, edited by Rod Edwards, Patrick Midtlyng, Colin Sprague and Kjersti Stensrud.  This agreement sets forth all terms and conditions under which our commission to you is made and which you accept.

1.  You agree to prepare a Work which preliminarily must be acceptable for publication to the Editors of the Volume and which also meets the editorial standards of the Chicago Linguistic Society.  The suitability of your Work for publication shall be finally determined by the Chicago Linguistic Society in our own best judgment.

2.  You warrant that the Work is your original work and that no part of it has been previously published, and that the Work contains no matter that is defamatory or otherwise in violation of law and of the rights of others.  Should the Work contain any copyrighted material of others, you undertake to obtain written permission from the copyright proprietor and include the permission with your material when you send it to the Editors on the agreed upon date.  Similarly, appropriate releases should be obtained from persons appearing in photographs, and all photographs should be fully identified. 

3.  The Work will be the exclusive property of the Chicago Linguistic Society; this holds for all media.  All copyrights to the Work shall be owned by and be in the name of the Chicago Linguistic Society.

4.  As is customary, after publication of the Volume and upon written request, we will freely grant permission for the republication of your Work in any recognized scholarly or professional journal, subject to full credit appearing in the journal with an acknowledgment of first publication by the Chicago Linguistic Society in the present Volume.  The Chicago Linguistic Society shall be entitled to one free copy of the volume in which your Work is republished.  

5.  You agree to submit a camera-ready copy of the Work by July 31, 2005.
6.  You will receive no royalty or other compensation for your Work, but in lieu thereof the Work will be printed by us and you will be entitled to a 50% discount on one copy of the Volume in which your Work appears.

7.  If the foregoing terms and agreements are satisfactory to you please indicate your acceptance by signing and dating this Agreement below.  The original copy must be returned to the Chicago Linguistic Society; please make a copy for your files.
